Preparations for the Brussels Furniture Fair are in top gear. The Furniture Fair and the Square design satellite will be held from 1st to 4th November, from Sunday to Wednesday as usual. Despite the economic crisis, we expect about 20,000 visitors, and as always many of them from abroad.

These are difficult times indeed, but the Furniture Fair is not fazed by the storm, it just keeps on track. No unrealistic or overly ambitious goals, no panic at every time bad news comes in. On the contrary, we are still optimistic, though cautious. And we have our reasons.
Because of our clear, purposeful and durable strategy we are now able to withstand the crisis. The Furniture Fair does have some advantages that do not go unnoticed. Companies wanting to do business in the Benelux have to attend the Brussels fair. At the same time Brussels offers opportunities for such markets as France, the UK, Scandinavia, etc. And yet the fair is compact and easy for the visitor, which offers opportunities both to him and the exhibitor. We are also proud to present the Flemish Masters, the result of bold cooperation between the textile and furniture industries.

Brussels by Night shows itself to be more inventive and dynamic than ever. All the major Belgian companies are present, and how! We also welcome Dorelan (n° 2 in Italy), Pullman, Eastborn, Svedex Fit Nite, Diamond Sleep Company, Rako and Box d’Aparto.

Our Be Magazine is proof of the strength of our traditional Belgian companies. Their presence at the fair involves large stands and attractive collections. The Belgian industry is not sitting still, but is full of creativity and vitality.
Nor are many of our regulars from abroad absent. In fact the opposite is true: Musterring is new, and Willy Schillig, Nolte Delbrück, Alberta and Rauch are back. Polipol Zehdenick launches Megapol, a sofa collection for the young. And the Hukla-Steinpol group has doubled the area of its stand. The Italians are an emphatic presence too, with big stands from Calia, Italsofa and Max Divani, and a come-back by Incanto and Nicoletti, plus new names such as Delta Salotti, Alter Ego and Alpa Salotti.

Holland is accentuating its presence: a group of exhibitors that includes Probilex, Trend Collection, Kartell Collection, Chita, Vidato and Spinder realises it is stronger together in a new concept: Holland à la Carte: businesslike and pleasant!

The Furniture Fair will again be colourful and festive! The image of our campaign is of strength and boldness. Cheerful rainbow colours help us forget these gloomy times for a moment. Our fair still radiates reliability, credibility and inventiveness. 
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
